Captain Hope’s Kids

Captain Hope’s Kids launched the BITs of Hope program to provide essential baby items for babies residing in any of the 37 local homeless shelters.  Unfortunately, this need has grown as more “working poor” are losing their jobs and are forced to the streets.  In 2003, Captain Hope's Kids distributed over 286,000 diapers, wipes and other critically needed items to this population.  There has been a 9% increase over last year’s distribution.  This year, through our BITs (Babies, Infants and Toddlers) of Hope Program, we will distribute at least 300,000 diapers, boxes of wipes, training pants, formula as well as other critical care items in North Texas.  The need in local shelters continues to rise and the struggling economy has decreased current funding.  
Intern Projects

-Assist staff with special events, program supply distribution, public speaking and etc
-Assist staff in coordinating donations from organizations, corporations, and coalitions 
-Volunteer would work to coordinate and implement the golf tournament and/or the Mardi Gras Run, held in September and February respectively
-Assist staff with distributing goods to the community agencies
-Assist staff with writing grants, speaking to organizations about need for funds, and to make connections in community with staff for future funding
