Paleontology Internship

Founded in 1936 as part of the Texas Centennial, the Dallas Museum of Natural History is the only public collections-based, research driven natural history museum in the region. Its collections include rare and extinct animals, unique artifacts and fossils and the type of specimens from which entire species have been described.

Intern Projects

The interns will learn how to prepare and identify fossils in the museum fossil labs. They will learn the techniques associated with fossil preparation and curation. They will learn how to properly catalogue fossil specimens using standard biological classification and geologic/stratigraphic data. The interns will also learn how to use and maintain a collections database (MS Excel), both inputting and retrieving data on museum specimens.

Minimum Qualifications to Apply

-Science Majors: Geology, Biology, Anthropology, Chemistry, Physics

-Must have completed at least 12 hours of course credit in their field of study

-3.5 GPA or higher

-Preferred that applicants be on a career track to work as a professional scientist

-Expected to work a minimum of 10 hours a week, with a 20 hour a week maximum
