The Dallas County Juvenile Department works with ages 10-16, who are referred by the police department or judges throughout Dallas County for Delinquent Behavior, (felony or misdemeanor) or Conduct Indication Need of Supervision (runaways). The mission of the Juvenile Department is to intervene in the lives of the children placed under its supervision and Provide services to rehabilitate these children, thereby curtailing their law violating behaviors and ultimately preventing their graduation into the adult criminal justice system.

-Shadow and assist officers of institutions: Letot Shelter, Detention Center, Emergency Shelter and Youth Village

-Assist with intake, counseling, behavior management, visitation, dorm groups, and monitoring
