Dallas Police Victims Services

The Dallas Police Victim Services is a program that is located in the Police Headquarters at 1400 South Lamar, 5th Floor  in the Crimes Against Persons Division.  We provide assistance to victims of violent crimes.  We assist with offering information and referrals, crisis counseling, court accompaniment, notification and assistance in filing for Crime Victims Compensation and personal advocacy with social services.

Intern Projects

Interns can gain invaluable first hand experience and knowledge of how to assist victims, what services are available, learn the criminal justice system, and general social services as they apply to victims of crime.  The opportunity to see how services are offered and how detectives investigate crimes are a learning experience that is not readily available unless you are in training.  Assisting the Victim Services Coordinator and the Victim Advocate with general office duties, filing, faxing, filling out Crime Victims Compensation applications, and general office duties are some of the opportunities a student can gain from a “hands on” internship.
