Minimum Requirements

-Two semester commitment 

-One hour weekly individual supervision 

-Two hour weekly group supervision 

-Work two evenings or one evening and Saturday 

-Resume highlighting work experience and counseling related experience 

-Videotape of a recent counseling session (preferred) 

-Transcript of completed course work 

-List of three references who are familiar with student's counseling skills. 

-Criminal background checks are required for all employees, students, and volunteers

-Spring - Mid October to Mid November 

-Summer - Mid March to Mid April
