(LIFT)

LIFT was founded in 1961 by the National Council of Jewish Women in Dallas in response to the critical need for educating thousands of functionally illiterate adults in the greater Dallas area. As LIFT celebrates 40 years of service to the Dallas Metroplex, a larger tapestry of programs, partnerships, and people is being woven together to position LIFT to continue to improve its programs to meet community needs and to serve more students more effectively. 

LIFT’s mission is to enhance lives and strengthen communities by raising the adult literacy rate in the Dallas Metroplex. LIFT offers free literacy instruction to thousands of low literate adults with the dedication of hundreds of trained volunteer instructors who are the heart of LIFT’s programs.
Intern Projects

-Classroom instructors teach basic literacy and life skills to groups of 2-15 adults. Each volunteer commits to meeting his/her class once a week for two hours
-LIFT also offers a learning lab where students can work individually or with a lab instructor. Curricula include CD-ROM software to supplement classroom training. Some of the software includes alphabetic-phonics instruction, word and sentence building, reading comprehension, and math games
-Volunteers can assist the LIFT learning center staff with administrative duties, such as answering phones, filing, copying and organizing class supplies for teachers

-Assist LIFT with special events such as, fundraisers, student graduations, and volunteer appreciation

Minimum Qualifications

-Prior to teaching a class, all literacy volunteers must attend a LIFT volunteer training session

-LIFT requires that volunteers give advance notice if they are unable to attend class 

-Remember that volunteer commitment and attendance if just as important as student commitment and attendance
