Family Connection is a Rainbow Days prevention program through which supportive services are offered to children and parents who reside in Dallas area family and battered women’s shelters.  The goal of Family Connection is to help children build individual coping skills and personal resiliency and to help parents build their parental skills in hopes of ending the cycles of chemical dependency and homelessness.

-Observing Rainbow Days Curriculum Based Support Groups

-Making objective assessments of the Family Connection program and its impact upon the children and parents who participate

-Conducting focus groups and personal interviews with children and parents in each of the 17 Dallas area shelters served by RDI

-Providing RDI with concrete data that describe the effectiveness of the program

-Compiling session evaluations

-Reviewing past evaluation strategies and measurement tools and modifying them or developing new tools / instruments

-Determining the minimum number of group sessions / activities necessary to have an impact upon participants

-Attending Family Connection events such as Art with a Heart and Family Outings

-Reporting and disseminating evaluation findings to staff during scheduled Evaluation Team meetings
