OXFORD SUMMER PROGRAM 2020
An application form for the 2020 Oxford summer program is attached.  You should submit a completed application form as soon as possible.  The completed application may be submitted in person, by e-mail or by regular mail.  If submitted in person, you should turn the form into Michele Oswald, Storey Hall (Room 205).  If submitted by e-mail, you should send the completed form as an attachment to an e-mail sent to amoswald@mail.smu.edu.  If submitted by mail, you should mail the form to Oxford Program (Attn: Michele Oswald), Dedman School of Law, PO Box 750116, Dallas, Texas 75275-0116.
Applications will be accepted as follows.  All applications submitted on or before 2:00 p.m. (Central Standard Time) on Wednesday, February 5, 2020, will be placed in a pool of applications.  If there are fewer than 36 applications, all applicants will be accepted into the program.  If there are more than 36 applications in the pool, applications will be accepted by lottery.  Those not selected will be placed on a waiting list by date of application.  Applications received after the deadline will be accepted (if there are places) or placed on the waiting list in the order in which the applications are received.

Notices of acceptance (and placement on the waiting list) will be sent out by the close of business on Thursday, February 6.  In fairness to colleagues, an applicant who does not plan to enroll should promptly inform Ms Oswald that he or she is withdrawing.

The acceptance of initial applicants is conditional on payment of an initial $500 deposit by the close of business on Thursday, February 13.  (An applicant accepted after February 6 must pay this initial deposit no later than one week after notice of acceptance is sent.)  A second $500 deposit is payable by the close of business on Thursday, April 2.  These deposits will be applied to the program fee if the applicant attends the program.  If an applicant withdraws, any deposit paid before withdrawal will be returned only if a substitute is found.  The remainder of the program fee is payable by the close of business on Friday, May 22.
Payments of the two deposits should be made by check payable to “SMU Dedman Law School” and delivered or mailed to Michele Oswald.  An applicant who does not make a payment when due will be removed from the list of admitted students.  

For purposes of financial aid, the SMU Board of Trustees has designated $4652 as dedicated to room and board.  Tuition will be $5685, for a total cost of $10,337.
