Submit GRE test scores if you are applying to one of the following programs: Civil Engineering, Environmental Engineering, Computer Science, Computer   

Engineering, Electrical Engineering, Mechanical Engineering, Security Engineering (if you do not have a minimum of two years industry experience), or 
Software Engineering (if you do not have a minimum of two years’ experience in software development and/or maintenance). 

 The GRE or the GMAT is required for admission into the Engineering Entrepreneurship program, as well as the dual degree program, M.S. Engineering + MBA.
