GUIDELINES

Each applicant must use only the “Hazel and Claude Fendlason Methodist
Education Scholarship” form. Special attention should be given to the questions
on the second page, and the answers to these questions should fit in the spaces
provided.

Students must be members of the United Methodist Church for at least one year
prior to application date.

Applicants must be residents of the state of Louisiana.

Students must be pursuing a church-related career or the ministry at Centenary
College or Southern Methodist University.

Students must maintain a 2.62 cumulative Grade Point Average and be in good
standing with the school of their enrollment.

First time applicants must provide a letter of recommendation from his/her pastor.

Applications are available through the Financial Aid Offices at Centenary College
and Southern Methodist University. Deadline for applications to be submitted to
these Financial Aid Offices is February 28 of each year. No late applications will
be considered.

The Financial Aid Director of each school is asked to verify that applicants meet
the criteria as stated in the guidelines attached to the application form. By
March 5 of each year, the applications shall be forwarded to St. John's United
Methodist Church (9375 Highland Road, Baton Rouge, LA 70810) for final
approval by the Fendlason Scholarship Committee.

Recipients are eligible to receive scholarship funds as long as they remain
enrolled at Centenary or SMU, continue to pursue church-related or ministerial studies, and
maintain a minimum 2.62 cumulative GPA.

The Financial Aid Offices of Centenary College and SMU shall provide St. John's
with a statement verifying the GPA and the enrollment status of each applicant.
Statements of financial need may be attached if special consideration is desired.
