Hersh currently serves as Senior Advisor to The Carlyle Group’s natural resources 
division and sits on the boards of the Texas Rangers Baseball Club and the Dallas 
Citizens Council. He serves on the Board of Overseers of the Hoover Institution and 
the Dean’s Council of the Harvard Kennedy School. He is a member of the Council 
on Foreign Relations and the National Council of the American Enterprise Institute.  

After graduating from St. Mark’s School 
of Texas, he attended Princeton University and earned his M.B.A. from Stanford 
University’s Graduate School of Business.
