Apply for F-1 Visa. Prepare for your visa interview, take the following documents with you: 
SEVIS Fee Receipt 
Letter of Admission 
I-20 (printed and signed)
Passport 
Proof of funding and/or educational sponsorship documents reflected on I-20

Check your SMU email regularly for updates related to class registration, orientation,
and notices from campus departments. 

Register for health insurance & complete immunizations to ensure there are no
holds on your account. All international students are required to maintain health
insurance through the SMU Health Center. You can register through my.SMU.edu. For
more information visit the SMU Health Center website. 

Secure Housing. If you will live on-campus (undergraduates only), secure your on-campus housing
and meal plan with the Residential Life and Student Housing office. When you schedule your move-in,
please note that as an international student, you will have access to an early move-in slot. Visit
