At the conclusion of Convocation we will lower the historic Ovilla Curtain
to signifv the completion of your initiation. Here is the story of that
curtain. During the 1830s, the parents of Robert McFarlin, for whom this
auditorium was named, lived in Ovilla, Texas. There was no Methodist
Church in the area; instead, the Methodists were served by a circuit rider.
The McFarlins gave the circuit rider the land and money to build the
Ovilla Methodist Church, pictured on the curtain, which Robert McFarlin
Attended.

In four years you will leave McFarlin Auditorium in the Rotunda
Recessional, marching back through Dallas Hall, again led by alumni,
alumni whose ranks you will enter the next day.
