The Graduate Council met Wednesday, April 16, 2014, at 11:00am in the Touch Learning Center. The meeting was brought to order by Associate Dean McDonald.
Minutes from the March 19, 2014 meeting were approved.

New Course Proposal: MATH 6343 – Photonics Modeling and Simulations
Alejandro Aceves discussed the new course proposal and fielded questions.
Council voted to APPROVE as written.

New Course Proposal: MATH 6352 – Epidemiology and Immunology
Tom Carr discussed the new course proposal and fielded questions.
Council voted to APPROVE as written.

New Course Proposal: STAT 6306 – Introduction to Data Science
Monnie McGee discussed the new course proposal and fielded questions.
Council voted to APPROVE as written.

The National Name Exchange was discussed by Alicia Watkins (Office of Research and Graduate Studies) and Renee McDonald.  This is a portal where SMU is allowed to share student information, similar to online recruitment.  Several universities across the U.S. are participating and the annual cost to the university is $600.  Institutions who participate submit the names of promising minority undergraduate students who are interested in graduate doctoral training at other institutions and who may be otherwise difficult to find.  SMU’s participation will be coordinated by the Office of Research and Graduate Studies in conjunction with Enrollment Services to identify students for the list of submissions.  Students outside SMU who are identified as promising will be forwarded to the appropriate department.

Follow-up on the Dean’s Graduate Fellowship, Kate Engel and Lynne Stokes will touch base with Dean Moore regarding the cohort program.  Additionally, Buck Hampson, Thomas Osang, and Neil Tabor volunteered to work on the doctoral fellowship program subcommittee.  Associate Dean McDonald also clarified that the interdisciplinary space and the fellowship program are not tied together financially.  The space and programmatic aspects of the interdisciplinary space is a way of bringing the students together while the graduate fellowships are meant to be used for enticing top quality graduate applicants who apply to graduate school at SMU.  Full-ride fellowships will potentially be offered by the Office of Research and Graduate Studies and possibly by the Dean’s Office.  The overall intent for both programs is to compliment, rather than compete, with one another.
